Supporting Member Libraries in 2018

Westmoreland Library Network 
(WLN) dedicates itself to providing 
excellent library services to 
all residents of Westmoreland 
County.  Through a combination 
of technology upgrades and 
support, professional development 
opportunities, and programming 
partnerships, WLN helped libraries 
meet ever-changing community 
needs. 

Through a combination of $174,880 
in federal eRate funding and a 
$450,000 grant from the R.K. Mellon 
Foundation, WLN undertook 
a multi-year project to upgrade 
and standardize member libraries’ 
technology infrastructure.  The 
upgraded wiring and equipment 
meets today’s standards for improved 
Internet service to our libraries and 
our patrons.  In addition to wiring 

and equipment upgrades, the project 
included hiring a full-time IT 
support technician, implementing 
free cloud backup for member 
libraries, and centralized web 
filtering and anti-virus projection.  
As a result, WLN member libraries 
saved thousands of dollars by no 
longer having to contract with 
outside vendors for technical support, 
WLN support service to member 
libraries was drastically improved 
with the standardization of internal 
networking, and libraries elevated 
the level of service they provide to 
Westmoreland County residents.

WLN also raised the professional 
knowledge and skills of member 
library staff through free workshops 
and financial support for conferences.  
In 2018, WLN staff held nine free 
workshops for on topics such as 

statistical analysis, designing for social 
media, and website development.  In 
addition, WLN provided scholarships 
for library staff to attend regional 
and national conferences, including 
the Public Library Association 
Conference and Pitt Greensburg 
Children’s Literature Conference.

Partnership with organizations 
like Computer Reach, Seton Hill 
University, and CareerLink allowed 
member libraries to offer free 
computer classes, author visits, and 
workforce development programs to 
Westmoreland County residents.

In addition to all of 2018’s 
accomplishments, a committee of 
WLN board members, staff, and 
library directors created a strategic 
plan that will guide WLN’s work 
into 2022.
